Qualification structure
The OTHM Level 4 Diploma in Tourism and Hospitality Management consists of 6 mandatory units for a combined total of 120 credits,
200 hours Total Qualification Time (TQT) and 480 Guided Learning Hours (GLH) for the completed qualification.

Entry Requirements
• Course is designed for learner’s aged 19 and above.
• Mature students with two years work experience may be considered.
• A level 3 diploma in management studies or management.
• An equivalent professional qualification from a recognised institution.• An equivalent professional qualification from a recognised institution.
• IELTS 4.5 or equivalent qualification is preferred but not essential. 
• The provider will determine English Language ability if English is not your native language. 



Assessment and Verification
All units within this qualification are internally assessed via assignments and externally verified by awarding organisation. There are no
examinations in this course.

In
addition to this, the learners also get the course handbook and tutorial via emails to support the learning.
